The Ministry of Education in Taiwan is pleased to offer a total number of 30 full scholarships for secondary-school Chinese teachers from public school districts and accredited independent schools in the U.S.A. to attend the Pre-AP and AP Chinese Summer Institute: APSI_TAIPEI 2007 Professional Workshop.

The APSI_TAIPEI 2007 Professional Workshop is a two-week event, including 2-day Pre-AP and 5-day AP Workshops, culture excursion and Special Lectures offered by the host university in Taiwan, June 27 to July 10, 2007.

Who May Apply: 

Priority will be given to current, full-time or part-time Mandarin Chinese teachers at grades 6 to grade 12 from public school districts or accredited independent (day or boarding) schools in the United States. Maximum number of participants: 30
Teachers who participated the 2006 AP Chinese summer institute in Taipei (July 5 - 18), Beijing (June 26 to July 14) or Shanghai (July 10-28) may not apply. 
Event Description: 
DATE: June 27 through July 10, 2007.

Professional lectures are sponsored by a host university in Taiwan. The Pre-AP and AP Chinese Language and Culture Workshops will be taught by the Consultants from the College Board. 

SCHOLARSHIP includes: All expenses for international airfare, housing, on-site meals (breakfast and lunch included), registration, most course materials. 

APSI_TAIPEI 2007: Participants in this program will learn about the College Board’s AP Chinese Language and Culture course and exam, necessary classroom tools for developing diverse students’ Chinese skills with AP courses in mind, discussing language acquisition strategies, performance assessments, incorporation of culture through the use of authentic materials and technology, skills and curriculum articulation, standards-based unit planning, and Pre-AP instructional strategies for writing in Chinese classroom. Participants will create a course syllabus, classroom teaching units, student tasks, and scoring guidelines, with a special emphasis on the integration of the National Standards into instruction and assessment. They will share classroom strategies and carefully examine teaching resources. 
Graduate Course Credits: Participants attending this program may have the opportunity to obtain graduate credits from State University of New York (SUNY) at Buffalo, according to contract agreed by the College Board.
